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Information for Active Membership (New/Transfer/Reinstatement) Application

A. Qualifications

1. A credible testimony of faith in the Lord Jesus Christ before the Pastors and Elders and a confession of faith by baptism.

2. A commitment to the Mission and Vision and Members Covenant of the Church, and to the principles expressed in the Objectives,
Purpose and Statement of Faith of the Christian and Missionary Alliance in Canada.

3. Have been attending Sunday Service of the Church for three months or more, except a former member who is applying for
reinstating his/her active membership.

B. Procedures
1. Obtain an application form.

2. Complete and sign the form. Submit your application, together with a recent photo to the Church. In case of a child or a teenage
under the legal age of sixteen (16), an indication of support or understanding by parent(s) or guardian is necessary, except in
extenuating circumstances.

3. Attend Membership Class. Submit a Testimony* of Faith. (Baptismal testimony may be used for church ministry purpose.)
4, Be available for interview by leadership of the Church.
5. Join with other members in a dedication prayer by Pastor in an open service of the Church, to pledge allegiance to Jesus Christ,

to pledge loyalty to His church, to follow Christ's teaching, to love His people and to preach His gospel.

6. All Christians being baptized in the Church, and have fulfilled the qualifications as set out in the Church By-laws, will
automatically be granted the status of full active membership, except under extenuating situation. If the baptized individual is
under the legal age as prescribed by the Province, full voting right and privilege to eldership or deaconship can be excerised
when he or she reached the legal age.

7. Should there be a need to do so, applicant may continue to keep his/her former membership of another Christian church(es) in
other places.

5. Include humour/human interest
